MOSCOW, Sept. 15 — Growing up on Long Island, the
grandson of Russian immigrants, Boris Jordan was fascinat-

His new venture, Renalssance Capital, will be wholly
focused on the former Soviet Union and, Mr. Jordan hopes,
will become as powerful a presence in the rapidly growing
markets here as, say, Goldman, Sachs is in the United States.

His plan says a lot about Mr. Jordan, who is seen by
rivals as cocky, aggressive, self-promoting and genuinely
passionate about the opportunities presented by Russia’s
combination of natural wealth and underdeveloped industry.
